Tutors will be supervised by the lead ESL teacher and will assist the lead teacher in the classroom to implement the ESL/Civics course for English Language Learners seeking US citizenship. Classes will begin the first week in September 2011.
Experience:  Volunteers should be professional, patient, and have a strong handle of the English language. Volunteers with an interest or experience in teaching or tutoring English Language Learners would be helpful. The tutors will assist students in reading, writing, speaking and listening.  ESL tutors must be able to commit to two two-hour class sessions per week.

· Consent to and pass a background screening 
· Attend a training session before volunteer position begins (Training will be in Aug 2011)
Training: There is a training component to this position; one volunteer orientation and two English trainings before tutoring. The time between the first orientation and the first day of tutoring is approximately two-three weeks.
