Experience:  Volunteers should be professional, patient, and have a strong handle of the English language. Volunteers with an interest or experience in teaching English Language Learners would be helpful. The teachers will assist students in reading, writing, speaking and listening.  ESL teachers must be able to commit to two two-hour class sessions per week.
