 Commitment: Must be able to commit to two two-hour tutoring sessions per week (4 hours per week) for 4 months.  Volunteers may volunteer up to 12 hours per week if they wish. There are morning and evening classes available during the week and weekends. 

Volunteer Job Description: 

Volunteer English Language Tutors will help immigrants and refugees improve their English language skills and prepare for US citizenship in the naturalization education program through small group tutoring sessions. English Language Tutors will work host small group tutoring sessions outside of class. The group tutoring will assist students who need more practice with speaking or need additional help in certain areas. Small groups will consist of no more than 5 students. Small group tutoring can be conducted in public libraries and may incorporate the student e-learning tool. Classes will begin the first week in September 2011.
Experience: Volunteers should be professional, patient, and have a strong handle of the English language. Volunteers with an interest or experience in teaching or tutoring English Language Learners would be helpful. The tutors will assist students with basic literacy, reading, writing, speaking and listening skills.  ESL tutors must be able to commit to two two-hour sessions per week. Sessions may be flexible but should stay consistent throughout the semester.  

Requirements: 
· Adults Ages (20+)

· Consent to and pass a background screening 
· Attend a training session before volunteer position begins (Training will be in Aug 2011)
Training: There is a training component to this position; one volunteer orientation and two English trainings before tutoring. The time between the first orientation and the first day of tutoring is approximately two-three weeks.
